This information is collected from Saskatchewan Assessment Management Agency via field sheets on each individual parcel. It includes specific information such as: assessed value, 
uses of soil (cultivated, arable, pasture, wetlands, etc), number of acres for each use, soil profile information including association & texture, topography, stones, salinity and soil final 
rating.

The final rating (FR) is the productivity rating for the acres adjusted for economic factors that affect the average cost of production for specified features. The economic factors include stones, topography, 
natural hazards, man-made hazards, tree cover and miles to market. The final rating units are index points per acre. Soils are given a rating from 100 (best) to 0 (worst). Soils with a final rating under 30 
are marginal and rarely cropped.
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
